Observe signs on gate before entering site.  Speeding to be kept to 5 mph.  

Park sensibly.   Pay due care and attention at all times.  Be courteous to others when entering 
and leaving the site.

Without first assessing the level of risk and consider it safe for the persons in their 
charge to access or use these areas or the equipment. 
Climbing of ropes should not be allowed. 
Before using the trampoline or other equipment the responsible adult should ask 
for an induction in the use of the equipment and independently assess the risks.
